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The Catholic liturgy provides comfort and courage for family and friends mourning 

the death of a loved one. They often find that planning and participating in the 

funeral ceremony provides deeper consolation and strength for them. When we 

celebrate death in the Church, it is customary to celebrate a Mass of Christian 

burial. The following readings from the Sacred Scriptures are those suggested by 

the Church for a Mass of Christian burial. NOTE: During the Easter Season 

(Easter through Pentecost), selections for the First Reading are to be 

taken from the New Testament. They are included, and indicated as such, 

below.     

 

Old Testament Selections (First Reading) 

 

1. I Know that My Redeemer Lives: Job 19:1, 23-27 

 

A reading from the book of Job 

 

Then Job answered and said: Oh, would that my words were written down! Would 

that they were inscribed in a record: that with an iron chisel and with lead they 

were cut in the rock forever! But as for me, I know that my Vindicator lives, and 

that he will at last stand forth upon the dust; whom I myself shall see: my own 

eyes, not another's, shall behold him, and from my flesh I shall see God; my inmost 

being is consumed with longing.

2. He Accepted Them as a Holocaust: Wisdom 3:1-9  

 

A reading from the book of Wisdom 

 

But the souls of the just are in the hand of God, and no torment shall touch them. 

They seemed, in the view of the foolish, to be dead; and their passing away was 

thought an affliction and their going forth from us, utter destruction. But they are 

in peace. For if before men, indeed, they be punished, yet is their hope full of 

immortality; chastised a little, they shall be greatly blessed, because God tried 

them and found them worthy of himself. As gold in the furnace, he proved them, 

and as sacrificial offerings he took them to himself. In the time of their visitation 

they shall shine, and shall dart about as sparks through stubble; they shall judge 

nations and rule over peoples, and the LORD shall be their King forever. Those who 

trust in him shall understand truth, and the faithful shall abide with him in love: 

Because grace and mercy are with his holy ones, and His care is with His elect.

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3. A Blameless Life Is a Ripe Old Age: Wisdom 4:7-15 

 

A reading from the book of Wisdom 

 

But the just man, though he die early, shall be at rest. For the age that is honorable 

comes not with the passing of time, nor can it be measured in terms of years. 

Rather, understanding is the hoary crown for men, and an unsullied life, the 

attainment of old age. He who pleased God was loved; he who lived among sinners 

was transported--snatched away, lest wickedness pervert his mind or deceit 

beguile his soul; for the witchery of paltry things obscures what is right and the 

whirl of desire transforms the innocent mind. Having become perfect in a short 

while, he reached the fullness of a long career; for his soul was pleasing to the 

LORD, therefore he sped him out of the midst of wickedness. But the people saw 

and did not understand, nor did they take this into account. Because grace and 

mercy are with his holy ones, and his care is with his elect.

A reading from the letter of Paul to the Romans

through which we cry, "Abba, Father!" The Spirit itself bears witness with our spirit 

that we are children of God, and if children, then heirs, heirs of God and joint heirs 

with Christ, if only we suffer with him so that we may also be glorified with him. I 

consider that the sufferings of this present time are as nothing compared with the 

glory to be revealed for us. For creation awaits with eager expectation the 

revelation of the children of God; for creation was made subject to futility, not of 

its own accord but because of the one who subjected it, in hope that creation itself 

would be set free from slavery to corruption and share in the glorious freedom of 

the children of God. We know that all creation is groaning in labor pains even until 

now; and not only that, but we ourselves, who have the first fruits of the Spirit, 

we also groan within ourselves as we wait for adoption, the redemption of our 

bodies.

For if we live, we live for 

the Lord, and if we die, we die for the Lord; so then, whether we live or die, we 

are the Lord's. For this is why Christ died and came to life, that he might be Lord 

of both the dead and the living. For we shall all stand before the judgment seat of 

God; for it is written: "As I live, says the Lord, every knee shall bend before me, 

and every tongue shall give praise to God." So (then) each of us shall give an 

account of himself (to God).

For just as in Adam all die, so too in Christ 

shall all be brought to life, but each one in proper order: Christ the first fruits; 

then, at his coming, those who belong to Christ; then comes the end, when he 

hands over the d and Father, when he has destroyed every sovereignty and every 

authority and power. For he must reign until he has put all his enemies under his 

feet. The last enemy to be destroyed is death, for "he subjected everything under 

his feet." But when it says that everything has been subjected, it is clear that it 

excludes the one who subjected everything to him. When everything is subjected 

to him, then the Son himself will (also) be subjected to the one who subjected 

everything to him, so that God may be all in all.

A reading from the second letter of Paul to the Corinthians

place us with you in his presence. Everything indeed is for you, so that the grace 

bestowed in abundance on more and more people may cause the thanksgiving to 

overflow for the glory of God. Therefore, we are not discouraged; rather, although 

our outer self is wasting away, our inner self is being renewed day by day. For this 

momentary light affliction is producing for us an eternal weight of glory beyond all 

comparison, as we look not to what is seen but to what is unseen; for what is seen 

is transitory, but what is unseen is eternal. For we know that if our earthly dwelling, 

a tent, should be destroyed, we have a building from God, a dwelling not made 

with hands, eternal in heaven.

For we must all appear before the 

judgment seat of Christ, so that each one may receive recompense, according to 

what he did in the body, whether good or evil.

For the Lord himself, with a word of command, with the voice 

of an archangel and with the trumpet of God, will come down from heaven, and 

the dead in Christ will rise first.

And the king will say to them 

in reply, 'Amen, I say to you, whatever you did for one of these least brothers of 

mine, you did for me.' Then he will say to those on his left, 'Depart from me, you 

accursed, into the eternal fire prepared for the devil and his angels. For I was 

hungry and you gave me no food, I was thirsty and you gave me no drink, a 

stranger and you gave me no welcome, naked and you gave me no clothing, ill and 

in prison, and you did not care for me.' Then they will answer and say, 'Lord, when 

did we see you hungry or thirsty or a stranger or naked or ill or in prison, and not 

minister to your needs?' He will answer them, 'Amen, I say to you, what you did 

not do for one of these least ones, you did not do for me.' And these will go off to 

eternal punishment, but the righteous to eternal life."

Be sure of this: if the 

master of the house had known the hour when the thief was coming, he would not 

have let his house be broken into. You also must be prepared, for at an hour you 

do not expect, the Son of Man will come."

For 

just as the Father has life in himself, so also he gave his Son the possession of life 

in himself. and he gave him power to exercise judgment, because he is the Son of 

Man. Do not be amazed at this, because the hour is coming in which all who are in 

the tombs will hear his voice and will come out, those who have done good deeds 

to the resurrection of life, but those who have done wicked deeds to the 

resurrection of condemnation."

Whoever serves me must follow me, and where I am, there also will my servant 

be. The Father will honor whoever serves me. "I am troubled now. Yet what should 

I say? 'Father, save me from this hour'? But it was for this purpose that I came to 

this hour. Father, glorify your name." Then a voice came from heaven, "I have 

glorified it and will glorify it again." The crowd there heard it and said it was 

thunder; but others said, "An angel has spoken to him."
